Requests for sharing bench rotations (flag sharing) must 

be in writing and turned in by 12:30 p.m. on Friday. There will be a form at the 

registration table. Please limit to 3 people per bench until the need for a 4th relay is 

determined.  

• If you didn’t bring flags, then sign up to share, in a blank spot or with someone you 

know, or you might get assigned to a bench all by yourself. 

• If you are left handed you should sign up to share with other lefties.

The NBRSA equipment list form is required by NBRSA. 
 

Prepayment is not required for this event. We have 38 camping spaces. Camping spaces 

are reserved on a first paid, first served basis. Purchased and prepaid camping guarantees a 

spot on the premises. It does not guarantee a particular spot unless you have 

purchased that spot.
